All such biomedical waste is properly segregated and stored in color-coded
containers with appropriate labels as mandated under the Bio-Medical Waste Management
Rules, 2016. The segregated waste is handed over to authorized biomedical waste
handlers for safe disposal, thereby ensuring full compliance with regulatory requirements

and preventing any risk to public health or the environment.

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In line with OM No. F.No0.22-65/2017-IA.lll dated 30th September 2020, the project
proponent has prepared a comprehensive Environment Management Plan (EMP) as
directed by SEAC during appraisal. And the plan has been executed as such on the project
site. The EMP addresses the key environmental issues in the project region and specifies
both physical and financial targets on a year-wise basis. Implementation of the EMP had
carried out in consultation with the District Collector, ensuring transparency and
accountability. The allocated CER budget was maintained at not less than 1-2% of the total
project cost, depending on the nature of the project. Follow-up actions on CER
implementation are documented and included in the half-yearly compliance reports, which

are subject to field inspection at regular intervals by the competent authority

within the premises through authorized on-site treatment systems, ensuring safe disposal
and minimizing environmental and health risks. These measures demonstrate full
compliance with statutory requirements and guarantee effective biomedical waste

management.

Maximum reuse of grey water is ensured within the project premises by channelling treated

water for toilet flushing, gardening, and construction activities.

been designated to support organized operations and resident convenience.

Solar streetlights have been installed near the parking area, and solar panels provided for
common spaces. These measures reduce dependence on conventional energy sources

In addition, a variety of saplings are planted across
the project premises, reinforcing the commitment to ecological balance and sustainable site

management.

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The PP has installed solar panels at the project site to generate renewable energy as part
of its energy conservation measures.

The project has installed a Sewage Treatment Plant (STP) of appropriate technology and
adequate capacity to meet the total wastewater generation from the premises. The
operation and maintenance of the STP are managed by an approved agency, ensuring
consistent performance and compliance. Treated water is effectively reused within the
project site for flushing and gardening purposes, thereby promoting sustainable water
management.

SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT

The solid waste is segregated into biodegradable and non-biodegradable categories in
accordance with the Municipal Solid Waste Management & Handling Rules, 2016.
Biodegradable waste is managed and disposed of through the bio-bin system, while non-
biodegradable and recyclable waste is sold to authorized vendors. All waste generated from
the project site is handled, managed, and disposed of strictly as per the provisions of the
2016 Rules and subsequent amendments.

Civil works and other
construction activities are concurrently progressing, with landscaping measures integrated

into the overall development plan.

Both liquid
and solid waste generated at the project site have been managed and disposed of in strict
compliance with the Solid Waste Management and Handling Rules, 2016. Sewage
produced on-site is directed to septic tanks and soak pits.

To facilitate landscaping at the project site, the PP utilized the topsoil excavated during
construction. All topsoil removed was carefully stockpiled within the site and subsequently
reused for landscaping, horticulture, and related activities. In addition, the overburden
material that was stacked has also been effectively applied for landscaping purposes,

ensuring resource efficiency and environmental conservation.

Diesel is currently stored in the built-in tanks of the DG units during the construction
process. At the project site, the Project Proponent maintains less than 1000 litres of diesel in
storage, which does not require permission from the Chief Controller of Explosives.
Additionally, excess diesel is stored in appropriate barrels at the site, ensuring safe handling
and compliance with applicable safety standards.

Rain Water Harvesting capacity should be installed as per the prevailing provisions of
KMBR / KPBR, unless otherwise specified elsewhere.

Environment Monitoring Cell as agreed under the affidavit filed by the proponent should
be formed and made functional.

Suitable avenue trees should be planted along either side of the tarred road and open
parking areas, if any, inclusive of approach road and internal roads.

The project shall incorporate devices for solar energy generation and utilization to the
maximum possible extent with the possibility of contributing the same to the national grid
in future.

Safety measures should be implemented as per the Fire and Safety Regulations.

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Disposal of muck during construction phase should not create any adverse effect on
the neighbouring communities and be disposed taking the necessary precautions for
general safety and health aspects of people, only in approved sites with the approval
of competent authority.

Soil and ground water samples will be tested to ascertain that there is no threat to
ground water quality by leaching of heavy metals and other toxic contaminants.
Construction spoils, including bituminous material and other hazardous materials.
must not be allowed to contaminate watercourses and the dump sites for such material
must be secured so that they should not leach into the ground water.

Any hazardous waste generated during construction phase, should be disposed off as
per applicable rules and norms with necessary approval of the Kerala State Pollution
Control Board.

Incremental pollution loads on the ambient air and noise quality should be
closely monitored during construction phase. Adequate measures should be made to
reduce ambient air and noise level during construction phase, so as to conform to the
stipulated standards by CPCB/KSJ’Cﬁ ;

The installation of the Sewage Treatment Plant (STP) should be certified by an
independent expert and a report in this regard should be submitted to the Ministry
before the project is commissioned for operation. Treated affluent emanating from
STP shall be recvcled / reused to the maximum extent possible.
